REPORTS

(a)
Associated Students of Solano College (ASSC)

Shawn Bee, ASSC Student Body President reported that:

-- while school is out for the summer, some ASSC members are remaining on campus to serve on hiring committees.
-- Shawn and Lillian Nelson have met with other Associated Student Presidents and Student Trustees from other school districts in Region 2.  Because CalSac has dissolved, the group has established a new Statewide Student Senate. Shawn and Lillian have attended the meetings and are planning to participate in the next meeting on June 15, at American River College, when new regional representatives will be elected.  Shawn wants to let the group know that SCC is on board with the new Statewide Student Senate and hopes to host a couple of meetings on our campus.
-- ASSC has contacted LPA Contractors regarding the campus enrichment project but has not heard back from them as yet.  Dr. Perfumo suggested to Shawn that he contact Scott Colt for any assistance he may need in this area.

Superintendent

Dr. Paulette J. Perfumo reported that:

-- Chris Guptill, the new Director of Theater Operations at Solano Community College, was in the audience; and Dr. Perfumo introduced him and welcomed him to SCC. 
-- “kudos” are due to Professors John Nogue, Pat Mallory, Rennee Moore and our anatomy “ambassador” students for providing an outstanding human anatomy presentation at SCC for the Anatomy and Physiology high school students from Armijo High School! 
-- summer enrollment, as of today, is 1,010 FTES! The enrollment growth plan had a target of 1,000 with a budget expectation of 980 FTES, and we have already exceeded our target!

-- on Wednesday, May 31, she attended Kaiser Vacaville Medical Center’s “Topping Off Ceremony” for their new hospital near our Vacaville Center and met with staff from Assemblymember Lois Wolk’s office to plan her new annual “Public Service Scholarship” in the amount of $500 each year for a student interested in public service.
-- on Tuesday, June 6, the CBOC Board Selection Subcommittee met (Trustees Claffey, Ubalde, Interim V.P. Hendrickson and Dr. Perfumo). Dr. Ubalde will be giving the Board an update on that meeting under Announcements later in this meeting.
-- on Wednesday, June 7, she attended the Vacaville Economic Vitality Roundtable meeting at Travis Credit Union. There was a lengthy discussion about the election results as well as conversation regarding how to work more collaboratively in terms of business and education partnerships in order to deliver on our promises to help attract business to this area, particularly with regard to the promise of a trained labor force.
-- on Thursday, June 8, she will be attending the Solano EDC Board of Directors’ Meeting at 8 a.m. At 4:30-6:30 p.m., the Solano College Foundation Board Recruitment Event will take place at C.C. Yin’s on Butcher Road, Vacaville, California.
-- on Friday, June 9, she and Dr. Jones will be meeting with the Online Education “Working Group.” Also tentatively scheduled for this day are the final interviews for HR Director (pending successful completion of the first-level interviews on June 7).
-- on Monday, June 12, the Vallejo Interagency Committee will meet from 5:30 – 7 p.m. at the City Hall in Vallejo, California. Vice President Keith and Dr. Perfumo will be representing SCC at this meeting.
-- on Monday, June 19, the final interviews for the Dean of Counseling will be held. Also, Mazie Brewington, our new V.P. of Administration & Business Services, will begin her employment with SCC.
-- the process of identifying dates for “Vision 2020” Town Hall Meetings has begun. We are currently looking at dates in early July in Vallejo, Vacaville and Fairfield. Dr. Perfumo asked Board members to provide her with names and addresses of individuals in each of their communities that they feel should be invited to these meetings. We will also be inviting the school superintendents and high school principals in each area, as well as the mayors, city council members, city managers, and chambers of commerce members.
-- the current Recruitment/Hiring List is attached.
-- we are tracking the progress on all employee evaluations.
-- the memorial service for J.J. Eaves’ daughter, Ursula Myrick, was held this afternoon in Vacaville. It was a beautiful service, and there was a large representation from the College in attendance.
Dr. Perfumo invited Dr. Laurel Jones, Vice President of Academic Affairs,  to present to the Board members her 05/06 Division accomplishments from all sectors of the Academic Affairs Department, with the exception of the Small Business Development Center and Career Tech, both of whom will be submitting their accomplishments in their year-end reports.
